To enhance the quality of the publication process and establish greater regularity in the scheduling of scientific
article dissemination, Sadra Journal of Medical Sciences has consistently endeavored to update its operational policies
in accordance with scientific publication standards and the needs of the research community. Accordingly, it is hereby
announced to esteemed readers, authors, and researchers that, effective from the beginning of 2026 (1405 in the Solar
Hijri calendar) and concurrent with the release of the first issue of the 14" volume, the journal’s publication schedule
will change.

Under this decision, issues will henceforth be published in Farvardin (March), Tir (June), Mehr (September),
and Dey (December), respectively. A primary rationale for this change is to achieve greater alignment between the
journal’s publication schedule and both the Solar Hijri and Gregorian calendars. Given that many indexing, citation,
and referencing processes in international databases follow the Gregorian calendar, this modification may facilitate
more consistent registration and citation of articles, as well as more accurate coordination of issue release planning.
Furthermore, this adjustment enables improved management of submission, peer review, revision, and article
preparation, thereby contributing significantly to the scientific and technical quality of published issues.

Alongside these developments, it is a pleasure to announce that Sadra Journal of Medical Sciences was indexed in
the Scopus citation database in February 2025 (Esfand 1403). This achievement results from the continuous efforts
of the editorial board, reviewers, and authors, and reflects the journal’s progress toward international standards of
scientific publication. Scopus indexation will increase the visibility and global accessibility of articles published in the
journal and provide an opportunity for the broader dissemination of researchers’ scholarly work on the international
stage.

The Sadra Journal of Medical Sciences continues, with a scientific and interdisciplinary approach, to welcome
original research articles, review articles, and other scientific contributions from students, researchers, and faculty
members across domains related to medical sciences, paramedical sciences, health, basic sciences, and allied fields. It
is hoped that through the active participation of the national scientific community and the utilization of researchers’
expertise, the journal will play a more effective role in disseminating scientific findings and advancing knowledge in
health.
